SDMA Hillclimb Round 3 on 2 May 2010 — Glorious weather and good track conditions rewarded drivers with quick lap 

times. We welcomed back Ross Kelly in his supercharged Mini Cooper S, and thank Chris Hillman for being Clerk of 

Course for the day. 

An interesting time battle was fought between the Crain Porsche and the Leaney Lotus, which are in Type 1/2 but in 

different cc categories. Not that long ago, both these friendly fellows broke through the magic 50.0 second barrier and 

now they are both close to 49.5 seconds. Neither engine is turbocharged, so quick launch times, good handling, and 

advanced driver skill seem to be the recipe. During the event the Lotus continued the recent monthly trend by re-setting 

the class record.  

Starting grid issues with karts — Following ongoing stalling problems at the start line and related time-consuming 

issues, the committee is reviewing self-starting guidelines. Safety issues can arise when karts need to be push-started, as 

persons who assist can fall badly when the kart takes off. 

The proposal is that all vehicles must be able to start under their own power (on-track issues aside). If members have 

specific objections or reasons against the proposal, please contact a club committee member by 15 June 2010.  

Karts with a remote electric start would be deemed acceptable as long as there is a helper to engage the remote starter. 

Facility works — Led by Col Merz and David Yates, a number of improvements have been implemented in the two last 

months. One good change is the removal of tyres from a number of corner apexes (to stop corner cutting), being replaced 

with a thin flexible plastic post. This really helps to improve your line through a corner. 

Snippit — At the nearby Sutton Road Driver Training Facility, a new policy is in place that all vehicles in events must be 

road registered. Apparently this is in response to noise complaints.  

Huntley Hillcimb near Dapto — Good news, the closest alternative hillclimb in the region is back in business. It is a 

serious uphill climb; even the takeoff is steep and my heart is still feeling sympathy for my clutch years after. The run 

finishes over a blind crest, where you then wait in a group of cars until you can return together to the bottom. Wollongong 

Sporting Car Club expects to hold their first hillclimb on 6 June (http://www.wscc.org.au/).
