The main aim of the SDMA is to promote a facility that allows grassroots motorsport to flourish in and around the national 

capital. We encourage competitors 14 years and over to come and compete in hillclimbs, and our present members range 

in age from 16 years to over 60. Members drive a variety of cars, both road-registered and purpose-built vehicles and we 

have both male and female competitors. The facility is licensed by the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport (CAMS) 

and events are conducted under the CAMS umbrella. Competitors are required to be a member of SDMA (for club only 

events), obtain a level 2S CAMS licence (no test required), have a crash helmet that meets Australian Standard AS1698, 

have a minimum 900 gram fire extinguisher less than three years old, wear natural fibre clothing from ankle to neck to 

wrist and drive a vehicle which is presented to the scrutineers in a condition that is safe to drive.
